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The Cooks River Sustainability Initiative is a partnership between eight councils within the Cooks
River Catchment which are Ashfield, Bankstown, Canterbury, City of Sydney, Hurstville,

Marrickville, Rockdale and Strathfield Councils.

» Create new relationships within and between council s and the community that will provide
ongoing long term benefits for the Cooks River

» Develop a Vision and Action Plan for six local subcatchments
